DIRECTIONS:  For each country or political entity in our studies, your will complete five tasks.  You are to use the name of the country as the heading at the top of a new page.  Letter your answers accordingly, as shown below. Approximately one or two paragraphs per task.  You will complete these five tasks for all seven countries or political entities:
1. United Kingdom
2. European Union

3. Iran

4. Russia

5. China

6. Nigeria

7. Mexico

A). Identify the type of government structure (parliamentary, presidential, etc.) and its classification (consolidated democracy, transitional, authoritarian…).  How is political succession achieved?  
B). Describe the most important recent constitutional, procedural, or government structure changes.  If there aren’t any, describe a recent political or policy change.  
C). What is the basic approach towards economics?  How successful is this approach?

D). What would your life be like as a citizen?   How would you take part in the political process?  Use specific examples to support your position.  

E). Describe any change you would like to see.  This could be a specific constitutional change, or a specific social, political, or economic policy change.  Why would you like to see this change?   Use relevant facts to predict the most likely outcomes of your proposed changes.

NOTE: Review carefully to complete these tasks. Be sure to review the definitions and relevant information of the terms and concepts being discussed in your work.  Think carefully about your arguments. They must be based on a clear understanding of how each country’s government works. Include specific “flag facts” to support your answers.
